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California public agencies sold more than $24.3 billion of long- and short-term debt in
1986. This total represents about a 26 percent decrease in volume from the 1985 activity
level.

The decrease in volume for 1986 results 1arge1y from the federal Tax Reform Act of 1986--
just as this Act exerted significant influence on the record-setting levels of public debt
issued in 1985 in California.

These figures and other summary data are presented in this Annual Report 1986: Summary of
California Public Debt prepared by the California Debt Advisory Commission, This year's
report provides information on tax-exempt as well as taxable public debt issues.

The Commission's report is based on information provided by Staté, local and student loan
corporation issuers under the provisions of Section 8855(g) of the California Government
Code. The information contained herein is not subject to audit by the Commission.

. SUMMARY OF CALIFORNIA PUBLIC DEBT

INTRODUCTION

California public agencies sold $24,313,466,844 in long- and short-term debt in

1986. This total includes federally-taxahlé and tax—ekempt debt as well as debt

.issued for the purposé of refunding existing indebtedness.

This Annual Report 1986: Summary of California Public Debt is a summary of debt

issued by State and local agencies and nonprofit student loan corporations as reported
to the California Debt Advisory Commission under the provisions of Section 8855(g) of
the California Government Code.

Section II of this report provides an overviéw of California public debt issuance
in 1986 bf'comparing 1986 issuance to that of 1985. State debt financings are
highligﬁted in Sectién IITI and local agency financings are presented in Section Iv.
Lastly, Section V reports on the debt financing'activities of student loan
corporations.

Each section of this report summarizes public debt issuance by tﬁe.type_of
instrument used (e.g., general obligation bonds), and the use of the proceeds te.g.,

interim financing). Fihancings which are federally-taxable and financings completed

for the purpose of refunding existing indebtedness are described in each section of
this report. Additionally, the types of issuing agencies (e.g., cities, counties) are
highlighted.

The information summarized in this report is derived from reports filed with the

Commission as of May 15, 1987. The information is not audited by the Commission.

The Commission has also published Annual Report 1986: Calendar of Issues. This

volume lists every debt financing summarized herein.

OVERVIEW OF CALIFORNIA PUBLIC DEBT ISSUANCE

Debt issuance by California public agencies in 1986 decreased ébout 26.1 percent
as compared to the 1985 level. 1In 1986, State and local issuers as well as student
loan corporations issued $24,313,466,844 in public debt as compared to the
$32,905,358,699 issued in 1985. The total number of financings went from 1,489 issues
in 1985 to 908 issues in 1986. This change represents a decrease of about
39.0 percent in the number of issues brought to market in 1986. |

The émﬁunt of public debt sold in 1986 reflects the far-reaching effects of the
federal Tax Reform Act of 1986, H.R. 3838, which was debated throughout most of 1986
and ultimately enacted in October 1986.

A. TOTAL ISSUANCE BY STATE AGENCIES, LOCAL AGENCIES AND STUbENT LOAN CORPORATIONS

Of the total public debt issued ip California in 1986, $7,599,576,464 or

31.3 percent was sold by State‘agencies through the completion of 63 issues.

The 1986 State totals, as compared to the 1985 totals, represent about a 3.0 percent
decrease in the aggregate amount issued and a 47.5 percent decrease in the number of
issues sold. In comparison, total State debt issuance in 1985 was $7,833,712,020
through 120 issues. ‘

In contrast, locally-issued debt decreased 32.3 percent in.1§86. Local agencies,
in the aggregate, issued $16,464,490,380 in debt in 1986 or about 67.7 percent of the
California total. 1In 1985, locally-issued debt totalled $24,311,646,679. The number
of local issues brought to market dropped to 841 in 1986 from 1,362 in 1985--a

38.3 percent decrease.
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Student loan corporations brought fouf issues to market in 1986 totalling
$249,400,000--as compared to the $760,000,000 and seven issues sold in 1985. This
represents a 67.2 percenﬁ decrease in amount issued in 1986. The numhef of issues
completed by student loan corporations dropped 42.9 percenf from 1985. Student loan
corporation financings represent 1.0 percent of the 1986 total public debt issuance in
California. .

Table 1 on page 3 summarizes debt issued by State agencies; local agencies and
student loan corporations in 1985 and 1986..

Five hundred twenty-one California public agencies, comprised of 14 State
iésuers; 506 local issuers and 1 student ldan corporation issued $24,313,466,844 in
debt in 1986. As a group, cities sold the largest share of the debt issued in 1986--
.310 issues totalling $3,986,875,450 or about 16.4 percent of the total public debt
sold 'in 1986. Other active issuers (representiﬁg more than five percent of the total
1986_debt) include counties ($3,594,613,470--14.8 percent), the State of California
($3,505,000,000--14.4 pércent), joint powers authorities ($3,057,516,000~-

.12.6 percent), State departments and agencies ($2,399,221,464--9.9 percent), State
financing authorities ($1,634,215,000--6.7 percent) and redevelopment agencies
($1,375,212,000--5.7 percent). Tables A-1 through A-3 (on pages 32 through 36)

present 1986 debt issuance information by the type of issuing agency.



Nine of the 908 public debt issues sold in 1986 are federally-taxable. These
issues total $93,740,000. The volume of federally-taxable issuances in 1986 increased
about 87.5 percent from the single-$50,000,doo federaliy-taxable issue completed by
the County of Los Angeles in 1985. Table A-4 (on page 37) summarizes the federally-
taxable public debt issuances in california in 1986.

An estimated $7,930,016,505 -of the total $24,313,466,844 public debt issued in
1986 (or 32.6 percent) was used to refund existing indebtedness. Refundings.in 1985
totélled $5,678;664,531 or 17.3 percent of the total debt issued that'year. The‘
amount issued for refunding increased about 39.6 percent in 1986 as compared to 1985.
Table A-5 (on pages 38 through 51) lists 1986 public debt issues which refunded
exiéting indebtedness.

B. LONG- AND SHORT-TERM DEBT ISSUANCE

Twenty-four percent of the tofal public debt issuéd in 1986 was for interim
financing (i.e.,'short-térm debt) while long-term debt comprised the remaining
76.0 percent. In comparison, in 1985 short-term debt issuance was 16.9 percent of the
total debt issued and long—term debt represented about 83.1 percenf of the total.

Total short-term debt sold for the purpose of interim flnan01ng equalled
$5,823,310,000 in 1986--a 4 5 percent increase from the 1985 level of $5,571,222,500.

Long-term debt totalled about $18,490,156,844 in 1986 as compared with $27,334,136,199

in 1985--a decreése of about 32.4 percent from the 1985 total. Table 2 above compares
long- and short-term debt financings in 1985 and 1986.
C. COMPETITIVE AND NEGOTIATED DEBT FINANCINGS |

Debt sold at compefitive sale accounts for 13.5 percent ($3,272,917,761——.
185 issues) of the total debt issued in 1986. This is the smallest percentage sold at
competitive sale since the Commission began tracking public debt issuance in 1982.
Negotiated sales--which inclﬁdes private placement of debt issues--account for
86.5 percent ($21,040,549,083--723 issues) of the total debt issued. Table 3 on the

next page pfovides information on debt sold at competitive and negotiated sales in

1985 and 1986.

D. TYPES OF DEBT INSTRUMENTS

The Federal Tax Reform Act of 1986 affected the types of debt instruments used by
public,agéncies in 1986. The issuance of both revenue bonds and tax allocation bonds
dropped from the 1985 levels. Revenue bonds decreased fromA$17,775,060,265 in 1985 to
$8,165,130,852 in 1986. Tax allocation bonds decreased from $1,759,645,000 in 1985 to
$1,071,672,000 in 1986.

Debt instruments used generally for traditional governmental purposeé were less
affected by federal law chanées. The issuance of special assessment bonds grew

59.6 percent. Cities issued 86.1 percent of the special assessment bonds sold in 1986



($993,462,635—-133 issues). Additionally, the use of public lease revenue bonds and
limited tax obligéti&n bonds also increased--posting gains of 161.4 percent and

935.5 percent, respectively. The growth in limited tax obligation bonds is due
largely to the use of this instrument by two local agencies to finance transportation
improvements. The increased use of public lease revenue bonds by State agencies
accounts for much of the gain for this type of debt instrument in 1986. However, the
issuance of general obligation bonds decreased 6.8 percent in 1986, dropping to
$1,291,711,000. Of this total, 70.1 percent was issued by the State of california.
Water districts, cities, municipal utility districts, school districts and county
boards of education, and sanitary, sanitation and sewer districts comprise the local
general obligation bond issuers.

Certificates of participation and financing leases remained fairly stable--growing
only about 1.8 percent. Cities ($1,319,047,491--83 issues), couhties
($1,188,857,271--20 issues), and joint po;ers authorities ($841,540,000--11 issues)
together account for 75.2 percent of all certificates of participation and financing

leases issued in 1986. Table 4 on the next page summarizes the volume of debt issued

in 1985 and 1986 by the types of debt instrument.

E. PURPOSES OF FINANCINGS
Federal tax legislation dramatically affected financings in specific "purpose"
(i.e., use of proceeds) categories. The volume of public debt issued for housing,

commercial and industrial development, hospital and health care, and redevelopment
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projects decreased significantly in 1986, with reductions ranging from 44.3 percent.in
redevelopment to 84.5 percent in housing.

Debt financings for education énd interim financing remained fairly stable--
growing 1.7 percent and 4.5 percent;'respectively. Additionally, a
19.0 percent increase was posted in the category of capital improvements.and public
works. Capital improvements and public works includes power generation and
transmission ($3,425,450,000--31 issues), multiple capital imbrovements
($é,825,755,286w-165 issues), water supply facilities ($1,301,342,404~-56 issues),
correctional facilities ($953,170,000--6 issuesj, public tfansit ($713,301,000~--
3 issues), wastewater treatment facilities ($613,502,953--59 issues), public buildings
($531,969,232--32 issues), convention centers ($251,780,000~--4 issues), bridges and
highways ($231,950,000~—3 issues), equipment ($179,048,995--17 issues), parking
facilities ($160,490,204--9 issues), parks and open space ($158,897,326--8 issues),
ports and marinas ($109,210,060--5 issues), streets ($89,933,142--21 issues),
recreational facilities ($57,150,000--6 issues), solid waste recovery facilities
($46,208,954--4 issues), flood control and storm drainage ($24,029,240—-8 issues),
airports ($8,450,000--1 issue) and other capital improvemepts ($124,029,000-—
7 issues).

Lastly, issuance categorized as "other" more than ddubled in 1986--increasing

133.1 ﬁefcent. This "other" purpose category includes two local financings--one for a

self-funding liability insurance program and one for a pension fund program--as well

as a single State issue for a senior citizens center program.

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SUMMARY OF 1986 STATE DEBT ISSUANCE

State debt financingé:totalled $7,599,576,464 in 1986. Sixty-three issues were
completed by fourteen different State issuers. Tables A-1 through A-3 (on pages 32

through 36) highlight the types of issuing agencies which issued debt in 1986 in

‘California. State issuers are included in four separate categories: State of

California (includes issues where -the full faith and credit of the State secures the
debt); State departments and agencies (includes the California Department of General
Services, the California Department of Veterans Affairs, the California Department of
Water Resources, the California Housing Finance Agency, thé California State Public
Works Board, The Regents of the University of California, and the Trustees of the

California State University); State financing authorities (includes the California

Alternative Energy Source Financing Authority, the California Educational Facilities

Authority, the California Health Facilities Financing Authority, the California
Pollution Control Financing Authority, and the_Califorhia School Finance Authority):;
and joint powers authorities (includes the San Francisco State Building. Authority).
Tables A-6 through A-8 (on pages 52 through 54) provide an overview of 1986 State
issues and a listing of the five largest and five smallest State debt financings in
1986.

The State of California was the most active California State issuer--coming to

market 13 times and selling $3,505,000,000 in long- and short-term debt. The single-



largest- issue sold in 1986 was the State of California's $2,600,000,000 revenue
anticipation note issued for cash-flow purposes. The California Health Facilities
Financing Authority completed the smallest State financing by issuing $150,000 in
conduit revenue (private obligor) bonds for the Desarrollo Familiar, Inc.Aheélth
clinic.~

Thirteen of the 53 State issues wére sold -to refund existing indebtedness.
-Information reported indicates that $1,086,619,302 of the total $1,120,376,464 from
these 13 issues was for refunding. Refunding accounts for 14.3 percent of the total
State-issued debt in 1986. ‘Table A-S (on pages 38 throﬁgh 51) presents a summary of
1986 public debt issued to refund existing indebtedness.

Two of the 63 issues sold at the State level were federally-taxable--a $3,295,000
conduit revenue (private obligor) Sond issue by the California Alternative Energy
Source Financing Authority for the Santa Cruz Associates cogeneration project and a
$6,500,000 conduit revenue (privaté obligor) bond issue by the California Health
Facilities Financing Authorité for the Madera Community Hospital. Table A-6 (on page
52) presents a summary of federally-taxable public debt issued in 1986.

In addition to the State‘of California, California State departments and agencies
in the aggregate sold $2,399,221,464 (25 issues), State financing authorities sold

$1,634,215,000 (24 issues), and a joint powers authority (comprised of the State of

California and the San Francisco City. and County Redevelopment Agency) séld
$61,140,000 in a single issue. .
A. 1986 TYPES OF DEBT BY STATE ISSUERS .

In the aggregate, revenue bonds issued by State issuers equalled $3,318,181;464
or ﬁbout 43.7 percent of the total debt sold by State issuers. Of this total
"$1,745,070,000 (16 issues) are public enterprise revenue_bonds'and $1,573,111,464
(22 issues) are conduit revenue (private obligor) bonds. Conduit revenue bonds differ
from public enterprise revenue bonds in that the underlying credit and security of the
issue is provided by the private noﬁgovernﬁental borrower.

State-issued general obligation bonds equalled $905,000,000 (12 issues). These
bonds, which are backed by the full faith and credit of the State, account for about
11.9 percent of the total debt issued at the State level. The amount of State general
obligation debt sold in 1986 decreased about 7.2 percent from the $975,000,000 issued
in 1985. All of the general obligation bonds issued in 1986 by the State of
California are considered to be "general fund" general obligation bonds, since their
debt service is payable exclusively from the general fund.
| Public lease revenue bonds totalled $675,635,000 and comprised about 8.9 percent
of the debt issued at the State level. Six of the seven public lease revenue bond

issues ($625,635,000) were sold by State Public Works Board to finance State prisons.

The remaining $50,000,000 issue wasrsold by the California School Finance Authority to
finance equipment leases_for school districts.

Certificates of participation issued by the State in 1986 totalled $90,795,000
(4 issués). Tﬁree of the four issues were sold to finance equipment by the Department
of General Services ($8,455,000--2 issues) and The Regents of the University of
California ($21,200,000--1 issue). The San Francisco State Building Authority
‘financed a public building through the use of certificates of participation
($61,140,000).

Finally, State issuers completed two note issues totalling $2,609,965,000. This
amount represents 34.3 percent of thé debt issued by State issuers in 1986. .Of the
note total, $2,600,000,000 is the revenue anticipation note issued by the State éf
California.

Table A-9 (on pages 55 and 56) summarizes 1986 State debt financingé by type of
debt instrument used.

B.- 1986 PURPOSE OF FINANCINGS BY STATE ISSUERS

The largest issue sold for a single purpose by the State in 1986 was the
$2,600,000,000 cash-flow financing. This financing repreéents 10.7 percent of the
total public debt issued in California in 1986.

Capital improvements and public works financings represent the next largest

category for State issues in 1986--totalling $1,696,400,000 (24 issues). Included in

this category are financings for State prisbns‘and county jails, which comprised

12.5 percent of the Staté?issﬁed debt. Of the $953,170,000 (6 issues) sold in 1986.
for State prisons and county jails, $853,170,000 (4 issues)'is for State prisons and
the remaining $100,000,000 (2 issues) is for county jails. Two of the four issues
sold for State prlsons are authorized under general obllgatlon bond measures, whlle
the two remaining State prison issues are public lease revenue bonds sold by the State
Public Works Board. The county jail financings are general obligation bond issues.
State debt issuance to finance prisons, jails and correctional facilitieé jumped to
$953,170,009 in 1986 from $250,000,000 in 1985--representing about a 281.3 percent
increase. Debt sold for power generation and transmission projects at the State level
totals $218,585,000 (4 issues) in 1986. A single revenue bond issue sold by the
California Department of Water Resources (totalling $206,690,000) is a major portion
of this caieéory. The remaining three power generation and transmission issues
($11,895,000) were sold by the California Alternative Energy Source Financing
Authority for nongovernmental alternative energy-based power providers. Debt sold at
the state level in 1986 for water supply, storage an& distribution purposes totals
$202,000,000 (3 issues). Water financings include a public enterprise revenue bond
issue sold by the California Department of Water Resources‘in the amount of
$132,000,000 and two general obligation bond issues sold by the State of California--

$50,000,000 for water con§ervation and $20,000,000 for safe drinking water.

obligation bond programs;
e public bui%ding——a single issue (totalling $61,140,000) sold by the San
Francisco State Building Authority for an office building;
e parking--a single issue (totaliing $47,295,000) for a parking facility on a
University of California campus; |
® equipment financing--3 issues (totallihg $29,655,000) sold by the cCalifornia
Department of General Services (2 issues totalling $8,455,000) and The Regents
of the University of California (1 issue for $21,200,000) to finance
telecommunications equipment; |
e recreation/sports facilities--two issues (totalling $23,100,000) for sports
complexes at University of California campuses; and
e other capital improvements and public works--one issue (totalling $66,455,000)
sold by the State Public Works Board for energy efficiency improvements.
Hospitals and health care financings represent the third largest category of
‘State financings in 1986--totalling $1,002,605,000 (14 issues). All but one of the

issues in this category were sold by the California Health Facilities Financing
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Authority. A single issue ($111,345,000) was completed by fﬁe Regents of the
Univefsity of California for the University of California, Davis Medical Center.

State financings for housing decreased from $1,335,379,454 in 1985 to
$753,081, 464 in 1986——represent1ng a 43.6 percent decrease. Single-family housing
financings in 1986 include one issue ($300,000,000) sold by the California Department
of Veterans Affairs and two issues ($438,596,464) sold by the California Housing
'Finance Agency. College and university housing equalled $14,485,000 in 1986. No debt
was issued for multifamily héusing or veterans housing in 1986 at the State level.

State-issued debt for pollution control totalled $624,300,000 (5 issues) in 1986.
The California Pollution Control. Financing Authority sold all five issues to refund
ex1st1ng 1ndebtedness.

State-issued debt for K-12 and higher education totalled $878,190,000
'(12'issues). State debt issued for college and university facilities total
$568,225,000 (8 issues). Six of the eight higher-education facilities issues
($511,465,000) were compieted by either the State Public Works Board, the Trustees of
California State University or The Regents of the University of California. The two
remaining higher-education facilities issues wére sold by the California Educational
Facilities Authority for private, nonprofit colleges and unlver51t1es. Three of the

"63 total State issues sold in 1986 provide funding for K-12 school facilities as well
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as educational equipment. These three issues total $300,000,000. Two of these issues
(totalling $250,000,000) were comﬁleted using genefal obligation bond authorizations.
One issue (totalling $50,000,000) was sold by the California School Financing
Authérity. Additionally, the State Public Works Board completed one financing in the
amount of $9,965,000 to fund educational equipment for the University of California.

Lastly, a single general obligétion bond issue in the amount of $45,000,000 for
senior citizens cgnters is included in the "other" category. l —

Table A-10 (on pages 57 through 58) summarizes 1986 State issues by the purpose
.of the financing.

IV. SUMMARY OF 1986 ILOCAL DEBT ISSUANCE

Locally-issued debt in 1986 totalled $16,464,490,380. Eight hundred forty-one
issues were completed by 506 different local issuers. Tabies A-1 through A-3 (on
pages 32 through 36) highlight the types of issuing agencies which issued debt in
California.in 1986. Tables A-11 through A-13 (on pages 59 through 85) provide an
overview of 1986 local issues and a listing of the five largest and five smallest
local debt financings in 1986.

The County of Los Angeles was the most active local issuer in 1986 as it was in
'1985-—coming to market with nine issues totalling $1,576,917,476 in long- and short-

term debt. The County of Los Angeies also completed the largest issue sold at the
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local level--a $950,000,000 tax and revenue anticipation note issue for cash-flowr
financing. Assessment district financings provided. the smallest single local issuance
in 1986--a $6,110 special assessment bond issue sold by the Turlock Irrigation
District for water supély/storage and distribution. purposes.

| Public agencies in nine counties--Alpine, Amador, Colusa, Glenn, Inyo, Lassen,
Mariposa, Modoc andvsiskiyou-—sold no debt issues in 1986. (Although the County of
Amador did participate in a CSAC Financing Corporation issue.) Public agencies in the
Soutﬁern California region account for 48.0 percent of the total local debt‘issuance
and 32.5 percent of the total Statewide debt issuance. Public agencies in Los Angeles
County issued $3,948,512,101 (129 issues); Orange County, $1,477,697,329 (82 issues);
San Diego County, $922,393,728 (52 issues); San Bernardino County, $810,827,394

(60 isgues); and Riverside County, $738,132,540 (55 issues).

Public aéencies in Santa élara County in the South Bay area of Northern
California sold-$1,177,507,230_(36 issues)—;equalliﬁg 7.2 percent of the total local
debt issuance and 4.8 percent‘of the total Statewide debf'issuance in 1986. As such,
Santa Clara County is the second most active_county in terms of the amount of debt-
iésued in,California in 1986. The multiple counties category accounts for
$3,899,736,921 (56 issues) or 23.7 peréent of local issuance and 16.0 percentof

Statewide issuance in 1986. Over one-half of the issuance in this category is
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accounted for by the Southern California Public Power Authority and the Northern
California Power Agency, two joint powers authorities.

Local agencies reported that 213 of the total 841 local issues sold in 1986 were
issued to refund existing indebtedness. -Information reported shows that
$6,593,997,203 of the total $6,979,692,865 raised.through these 213 issues was for
"~ refunding. Refunding accounts for 40.0 percent of the total amount of 1oca11y-issued
debt-in 1986. Table A-5 (on pages 38 through 51) lists 1986 public debt issues which
refunded existing indebtedness.

Seven.of the 84i local issues (totalling $83,945,000) were federally-taxable.
The largest federally-taxable issue sold at the local-level was the $2§,500,000 public
enterprise revenue bond issue sold by the.Solanﬁ Irrigation District for the
Monticello power generation and transmission project. The Baldwin Park Redevelophent
Agency was the only public agency to sell two federally-taxable issues in 1986. The
agency sold a $70,000 federally-taxable tax alloccation bond to fund certain costs of
issuance for the‘céntxal Business District's tax-exempt tax allocation bonds. The
agency also issued federally-taxable certificates of participation to finance thé
construction of a hotel. The remaining federally-taxable local debt issues sold in
1986 are listed below:

e City of Fresno for the Valley's Children's Hospital ($9,800,000);
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e Fontana Redevelopment Agency for the Downtown redevelopment project
($5,300,000) ;

e Cathedral City Redevelopment Agency for an auto center ($5,145,000); and

e San Francisco City and County Redevelopment Agency for port and marina
developments ($18,630,000). .

Table A-4 (on page 37) summarizes the-federally-taxable public debt issuances iﬁ‘
California in 1986,

Approximately 46.1 percent of locally-issued .debt in 1986'was sold by cities
($3,986,875,450--310 issues) and counﬁies ($3,594,613,470--85 issues). Cities issued
primarily certificates of participation ($1,319,047,491--83 issues), special
assessment bonds (5993,462,625--133_issues), and public enterprise revenue bonds
($808,030,000--21 ‘issues). County debt issued in 1986 is mainly comprised of notes
($1,946,550,000--32 issues) and certificates of participation ($1,188,857,271--

20 issues). .

Joint powers authorities-—comprised primarily of local agencies--issued
$2,996,576,ooo or 18.2 percent of the local debt sold in 1986. These "local" joint
powers authorities primarily used public enterprise revenue bonds ($2,051,516,000) and
certificates of participation ($780,400,000) to issue debt in 1986. (The figures for

joint powers authorities in Table A-2 on pages 33 and 34 also include a $61,140,000
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certificates of participation issue for a joint powers autho;ity which includes the
State of California to finance a State office building.)
A. 1986 TYPES OF DEBT BY LOCAL ISSUERS
‘Iocally-issued revenue bonds in 1986 equal $4,846,949,388 (134 issues) as

compared to $13,193,748,245 (610 issues) sold in 1985. This represents about a
63.3 percent decrease in the volume of.this type of locally-issued debt from the
previous year. 1In 1986, local revenue bonds include $3,992,829,062 (58 issues) in
public entérprise revenue_bonds and $854,120,326 (76:issues) in conduit revenue bonds
where a private nongovernmental borrower is involved.

Certificates of participation and financing leases issued by local agencies in
1986 total $4,365,914,262.(200 issues). Certificates of participation and financing
leases, as a type of debt category, generated the second highest volume in 1986 and
represents about 26.5 percent of the total debt sold at the local level. Cities and
counties together issued 57.4 percent of the certificates of participation sold at‘the
local level in 1986. .

In the aggregate, local note issues in 1986 equal $3,211,302,200 {188 issues)--
about 1§.5 percent of the local total. Locally-issued short-term, cash-flow financing
instruments (which includes tax anticipation nétes, revenue anticipation notes and tax

and revenue anticipation notes) total $3,073,166,000 (167 issues) at the local level
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in 1986. Cash-flow financings represent 18.7 percent of the total locally-issued

debt. Nearly one-half of the number of local cash-flow financings (85 issues

totalling $560,820,090) were sold by school districts, county boards of education and

community college districts. Other local note issues include:

grant anticipation notes (5 issues totalling $40,355,000)--four of these
issues were sold by the Santa Clara County Transit District to finance
public transit and a single issue was sold by the Monterey Regional Water
Pollution Control Agency to finan;e wastewater collection and treatment;
bond anticipation.notes (2 issues totalling $19,331,200)--includes one
federélly—taxable issue sold by San Francisco City and County

Redevelopment Agenéy for port and marina developments and one tax-exempt

issue sold by the Pajaro Community Services District for water supply

purposes;

tax allocation notes (8 issues totalling $32,035,000)--comprised
principally of sales by five different redevelopment agencies; and

other notes (6 issues totalling $46,415,000)—-aboyt one-half of the total
is comprised.of a $24,130,000 equipment trust certificate issue sold by

the Southern California Rapid Transit District.
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Special assessment bonds issued locally in 1986 total $1,153,2i6,530
(190 issues). About 24.9 percent of all debt issued by cities was sold in the form of
_special assessment bonds.

Tax allocation bonds sold at the local level in 1986 equal $1,071,672,000
(75 issues). These bonds, which are sold primarily by redevelopment agencies, are
.secﬁred by tax-increment revenues of redevelopment project areas.

Limited tax obligation bonds, which are secured by special taxes such as sales
téx revenues or revenues from the Mello-Roos special tax, registered a ten-fold
increase in 1986 over 1985. The aggregate par value of these bonds totalled‘
$1,054,845,000 (11 iésues) in 1986. Two of the eleven issues account for 86.0 percent
of the issuance in this category. One $707,615,000 issue was sold by the Los Angeles
County Transportation Commission and one $200,000,000 issue was sold by the Santa
Clara County Traffic Authority. The.remaining $147,230,000 in limited obligatiop debt
was sold by nine different community facilities districts, under the provisions of the
Mello-Roos Community Facilities Act of 1982, as amended.

Local .general obligation bonds totalled $386,711,000l(32 issues) in 1986. The
majority of the issuance of general obligation bonds by local agencies was by water
districts ($278,430,000, 16 issues).

Eight issues of public lease revenue bonds were sold by local agencies in 1986.

These issues (totalling $199,880,000) were generally sold to finance capital
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improvement and public works projects such as water supply, solid waste recovery and
public buildings.

Three issues of commercial papef (totalling $174,000,000) were sold by local
agencies. The City of Anahéim ($24,000,000) and the Sacramento Municipal Utility -
District ($25,000,000) each sold an issue to finance power generation and transmission
' projects. The County of San Diego sold a $125,000,000 commercial paper issue to
provide interim financing. ‘

Table A-14 (on pages 86 through 133) summarizes local debt financings in 1986 by
the type of debt instruments. -

B. 1986 PURPOSE OF FINANCINGS BY LOCAL ISSUER

Local agencies issued the most debt in 1986 for capital improvement and public
works projects--421 issues totalling $10,109,267,736. Cities issued about one-third
‘of the 16ca1 capital improvements and public works debt issued in 1986
($3,243,362,116--240 issues). Compared to the $9,130,192,334 in locally-issued debt
for .capital improvements and public works in 1985, there was about a 10.7 percent
increase in local debt issuance for this purpose in 1986. This category includes:

® power generation and transmission (27 issues totalling $3,206,865,000)--
about 85.3 percent of which ($2,735,776,448) was issued to refund

exiéting indebtedness;
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e mnultiple and other éapital improvements and public works (171 issues
totalling $2,883,329,286);

e water supply, storage and distribution (53 issues totalling
$1,099,342,404)-~the majority (72.7 percent) of which was sold by six
iocal agencies: the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California
(2 issues, $260,015,000), East Bay Municipal Utility District (2 issues,
$250,365,000), Santa Clara Valley Water District (1 issue, $94,935,000),
Los Angeles Department of Water and Power (2 issues, $66,585,000), Rancho
California Water District (2 issues, $63,821,243), and the City of
Fairfield (1 issue, $62,964,449);

e public transit (3 issues totallihg $713,301,000)--primarily comprised of
a $707,615,000 issue completed by the Los Angeles County Transportation
Commission;

® wastewater collectipn and treatment (59 issues tofalling $613,502,953) ——
increased three-fold in 1986 as compared to 1985, with the two largest:
issues sold in 1986 by the City and County of San Francisco

’ ($146,240,000) and the Orange County Sanitation District ($117,000,000);

e public buildings (31 issues totalling $470,829,232)-~comprised of

financings for buildings such as city, county, and special district
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administration and service buildings, libraries and fire stations;
convention centers (4 issues totalling $251,780,000)--three of which were
sold to refund existing indebtedness (Fresno, Anaheim and Santa Clara
totalling in the aggregate $77,605,000) and one of which was sold by

San Jose to finénce construction of a new convention center
($174,175,000) ;

bridges and highways (3 issues totalling $231,950,000)—-primari1§
comprised of a $200,000,000 limited tax obligation bond issue sold by the
Santa Clara County Traffic Authority:

equipment (14 issues totalling $149,393,995)--issued by eight cities,
five counties and the Southern California Rapid Transit District for
capital equipment;

parking (8 issues totalling $113,195,204)--issued by eight cities;

ports and marinas (5 issues totalling $109,210,060)——comprised of issues
(sold by Long Beach (2 issues totalling $51,170,000), San Francisco City
,and County Redevelopment Agency (2 issues totalling $42,530,000), and a
$15,510,000 issue sold by Santa Barbara;

street construction and improvements (21 issues totalling $89,933,142)--

primarily financed through-thé issuance of special assessment bonds by

city and county assessment distriéts:
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- parks and open space (5 issues totalling $63,897,326)--the majority of
which are two general obligation bond issues by San Diego ($52,790,000);
solid waste recovery facilities (4 issueg totalling $46,208,954)--
primarily comprised of financings completed by the Southeast Resource
Recovery Facility Authority (2 issues, $45,225,000); '

recreation and sports facilities (4 issues totalling $34,050,000)~-
includes public golf courses in Duarte ($2,730,000) and Oxnard
($14,920,000), a municipal camp in Commerce ($3,400,000), and an
amusement park in Vallejo ($13,000,000);

flood control and storm drainage (8 issues totalling $24,029,240)—-
includes a $10,000,000 general obligation bond issue by Anaheim; and
airports (one issue for $8,450,000) for airport facilities in the city of

Livermore.

Interim financing was the second largest purpose category at the local level in

1986 with 170 issues totalling $3,223,310,000. Redevelopment projects registered

third with 79 issues totalling $1,069,842,000.

Local debt issuance for housing was Significantly affected by the federal Tax

Reform Act .of 1986. Local financings for single-family and mﬁltifamily housing

dropped to $557,625,326 (44 issues) in 1986 from $7,100,867,845 (428 issues) in 1985.
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In 1985, local housing programs equalled about 29.2 percent of locally-issued debt.
Housing accounts for only 3.4 percent of the total  locally-issued debt in 1986. Of
the $557,625,326-loca1 housing debt sold in 1986--~$251,445,326 (13 issues) was used
for single-~family housing and $306,180,000 (31 issues) was used for multifamily
housing. Debt to finance single;family housing was issued primarily by redevelopment
agencies ($106,300,000--4 issues) and counties ($77,549,992--4 issues). Multifamily
housing was principally financed by cities ($120,240,000--13 issues) and housing
authorities ($117,210,000--10 issues). ‘
Local hospital and health care financings totalled $437,284,000 (29 issues) in
1986 as compared to $1,549,724,000 (57 issues) in 1985. This represents a
71.8 percent decreasé in activity at the local level from 1985. TLocal hospital
districts (5240,220,000-—13 issues) and cities ($153,963,000-~11 issues) issued most
of the local debt for hospitals and health care in 1986.
Local debt issued for education accounts for $418;218,000 (62 issues) of.the
- .local debt financings in 1986. Locally-issued debt for education was sold by school
districts and county boards of education ($334,843,000--50 issues), community college
. districts ($30,040,000--2 issues), nonprofit corporations ($24,605,000--4 issues),
community facilities districts ($20,360,000--3 issues) and joint powers authorities

~

($8,370,000--3 issues).
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Debt issued for commercial and industrial de&elopment purposes at the local level
decreased to $175,450,000 (34 issues) in 1986 from $888,465,000 (126 issues) in 1985.
This represents .about an 80.0 percent decrease in volume from 1985. Local commercial
and industrial development financings are split among cities ($65,200,000--5 issues),
redevelopment agencies ($61,165,000--9 issues) and industrial development authorities
($51,085,000--20 issues). ‘

Lastly, as discussed earlier in this report, the "other" purpose category is
comprised of two certificates of participation issues--one for a self-funding
liability insurance program issued by the Ventura County Schools Self-Funding
Authority, a joint powers authority comprised of 23 school districts, ($10,000,000)
and one.for pension fund annuity contracts issued by the County of Los Angeles
($461,493,318).

Table A-15 (on pages 134 through 182} summarizes 1986 local debt financings by
the purpose of the financing.

SUMMARY OF 1986 STUDENT LOAN CORPORATION ISSUANCE

Four issues totalling $249,400,000 were sold in 1986 by the California Student
Loan Finance Corporation. These four issues refunded existing indebtedness. All four
are variable rate demand note issues and are subject to State taxation.

Table A-~16 (on page 183) summarizes 1986 debt financings by student loan

corporations.
