1996 SUMMARY OF CALIFORNIA PUBLIC DEBT ISSUANCE

PREFACE

California public agencies sold $36.6 billion in long-and short-term debt in
1996. The total includes taxable and tax-exempt debt as well as debt issued
for the purpose of refunding existing indebtedness.

The following information was furnished to the California Debt and
Investment Advisory Commission under the provisions of Section 8855 (g)
of the California Government Code regarding debt issued by State and local
agencies and nonprofit student loan corporations. Data includes informa-
tion for issuances from January 1 through December 31, 1996, reported to
the Commission by March 15, 1997. The data is not audited by the
Commission.

The tables summarize public debt issuance by types of issuing agencies
(e.g., cities, counties); types of debt instruments (e.g., general obligation
bonds, certificates of participation, notes, etc.); use of proceeds (c.g.,
single-family housing, education, health care, etc.); taxable financings;
financings for the purpose of refunding existing indebtedness; and, Mello-
Roos financings.

Summary tables of California 1996 Public Debt Issuance by T3 Vpe,
California Public Debt Issuance by Purpose, and California Public Debt
by County of Origin are included on pages 259, 261 and 263, respectively.
These tables are published regularly in the California Debt and Investment
Advisory Commission’s monthly newsletter, DEBT LINE. .

This 1996 SUMMARY OF CALIFORNIA PUBLIC DEBT and the CAL-
ENDAR OF DEBT ISSUANCE are published as companion volumes to the
Commission’s 1996 ANNUAL REPORT. The ANNUAL REPORT pro-
vides a review of the Commission activities and accomplishments in 1996,
and the CALENDAR is a compilation of each debt issue reported sold in
1996. The CALENDAR is organized by county and issuer. It presents the
year’s history of each agency’s debt issnance activity.
