Investment in Mental Health Wellness Grant Program (IMHWGP) Update: 
CHFFA’s newest grant program, the Investment in Mental Health Wellness Grant Program, is taking 
shape. Members of the board and staff convened four public forums (West Sacramento, Oakland, 
Santa Ana and Fresno) and also held a webinar to discuss grant program concepts and to hear 
public comments and concerns. In addiƟon, the Authority has held two public board meeƟngs to 
discuss program development and to entertain public comment. Emergency regulaƟons for the 
program will be presented to the board at its October 31 meeƟng for discussion and approv 
al. Once approved by the board, staff will work with the Office of AdministraƟve Law to formalize 
the proposed emergency regulaƟons. Once the emergency regulaƟons have been approved, the 
new grant program will be open for business. NoƟces will be posted on the Authority’s website 
concerning upcoming applicaƟon deadlines and possible applicaƟon informaƟon sessions. To sign 
up for automaƟc noƟficaƟons, please visit our website. 

California Health Access Model Program (CHAMP) Update: 
CHFFA has received eleven grant applicaƟons for the demonstraƟon project phase of the California 
Health Access Model Program (CHAMP). Staff  is reviewing the grant applicaƟons, and from them, 
one or more demonstraƟon projects will be chosen to receive grant funding up to a combined total 
of $1.5 million. CHAMP’s purpose is to support innovaƟve methods of delivering cost-effecƟve and 
quality health care services, including prevenƟve services to individuals where they live or 
congregate. If a demonstraƟon project results in measurable improvements, a second phase of 
CHAMP will support organizaƟons that want to replicate the model in other communiƟes. Projects 
invited to apply include demonstraƟons of innovaƟve dental care, primary care where mental 
health services are provided, and health care coordinaƟon. A list of organizaƟons invited to apply is 
available at www.treasurer.ca.gov/chffa/champ/index.asp.

Casa Colina, Inc. (“CCI”) was recently approved by the board for $30 million in tax exempt bonds to be used for the purpose of refunding 
all of the outstanding CHFFA Series 2001 Bonds that were used to finance and/or refinance the construcƟon, renovaƟon, expansion and 
equipping of certain porƟons of its health care and related faciliƟes. CCI esƟmates a net present value savings of approximately $2 mil 
lion over the life of the bonds.

Eggleston Youth Centers, Inc. (“Eggleston”) was recently approved by the board for a HELP II loan in the amount of $1 million to be 
used to purchase three residenƟal homes. The homes are to be used as group homes for foster youth to replace exisƟng homes being 
leased by Eggleston, and they will accommodate a total of approximately 13 bedrooms. This transacƟon will result in an esƟmated 
cash flow savings of approximately $104,000 annually.

Sierra Health FoundaƟon dedicates $3 million to beef up region’s community clinics 

The Sacramento Bee Cynthia H. CraŌ 
The Sierra Health FoundaƟon announced it will give $1.5 million to five regional 
community clinic networks to expand their capacity. Officials expect the overflow 
from emergency rooms to shiŌ over to the community clinics, which must follow 
federal guidelines for quality care, accept Medi-Cal paƟents and welcome the unin 
sured. By January, an esƟmated 227,000 newly eligible Medi-Cal enrollees will be 
looking for places to get health care as the Affordable Care Act goes into effect. 
Expanding the community clinics will go a long way toward making sure the region’s 
safety net is not overwhelmed, foundaƟon officials said. Another $1.5 million will 
go toward supporƟng public educaƟon, community engagement and a conƟnuing 
public policy partnership involving the four major hospital systems in Sacramento 
Dignity Health, SuƩer Health, Kaiser Permanente and UC Davis Medical Center.
