Notice is hereby given pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 that a public 
hearing will be held before the Executive Director of the California Pollution Control Financing 
Authority (the “Authority”), or his designee, on Thursday, August 20, 2009, at 10:00 a.m., 
California time, in Room 470, 915 Capitol Mall, Sacramento, California, on the proposed issuance 
by the Authority of its revenue bonds and/or refunding revenue bonds in a plan of financing under 
which such bonds may be issued in different series in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed 
$159,000,000 within three years after the first issue of such bonds following approval of such bonds 
in accordance with the Internal Revenue Code of 1986. 

Such bond proceeds are intended to finance or refinance the upgrade, installation, construction, 
improvement, replacement, equipping or other costs related to sewage and solid waste disposal 
facilities, including without limitation, the polypropylene plant, along with all functionally related 
and subordinate facilities, which facilities are owned and/or operated by BP West Coast Products 
LLC (or its successors and assigns) and are located at the BP West Coast Products LLC Carson 
Refinery, 1801 East Sepulveda Boulevard, Carson, California 90475. 

Notice is further given that at said hearing, all proponents and opponents of the facilities or the 
possible financing or refinancing will have an opportunity to be heard on the question as to whether 
such bonds should be issued. Written comments may also be submitted to the Authority prior to 
5:00 p.m., California time, on Wednesday, August 19, 2009.
